AUSJAL & AJCU Meeting and 2nd Meeting of
the EDUTIC & AUSJAL Network of Peers. The
AUSJAL representatives on Distance Learning
will hold its 4th AUSJAL & AJCU Meeting (DACE
& JesuitNet) in Miami during March. One of the
major objectives of the meeting is to make
progress on the virtual education consortium
of the AJCU’s and AUSJAL's universities. It is also
expected to identify best practices among these
universities; to inform about the lessons
learned; and to explore possible collaboration
areas and new projects between AJCU’s and
AUSJALs universities. The 2nd Meeting of the
EDUTIC & AUSJAL Network of Peers will take
place, after this event.

Youth Culture and Peers on Education.The
coordinators of the project for the Monitor on
Youth Culture will hold a meeting in June in
order to analyze the results of the survey which
will be carried out between February and April.
It is expected to discuss the report, organized
by country and university that the project team
will prepare, as well as the structure of the
regional report. The meeting will take place in
the context of the Meeting for the Network of
Peers on Education.
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International Seminar on Environment. The
International Seminar on Environment will be
held in the “Universidad Iberoamericana” of
Mexico City on April 3rd and 4th. A meeting of
the Network on Environment and Sustainability
will take place in the context of this seminar.

Meeting of the Network on Engineering. The
“Universidad Iberoamerica” of Mexico City will
host the meeting of the Network of Peers on
Engineering on April 1st and 2nd. The evaluation
of the AUSJAL Course on Environment and
Sustainable Development will be carried on
during this event. The projects in progress will
be evaluated as well as the evolution of new
initiatives for the agenda of the Network for the
next two years, especially in the area of
engineer’s formation.

Fortifying the University Social Responsibility.
UCA (Managua) and the AUSJAL Executive
Secretariat are organizing a meeting of the
“Universidad Centroamericana” of Nicaragua,
El Salvador and Guatemala in the context of
the AUSJAL Strengthening Project on University
Social Responsibility. They will meet during
February 9th and 10th in UCA-Managua to hold
the 1st Meeting of the “Universidades

Centroamericanas.” The event will be attended
by these universities’ presidents and also by
Luis Ugalde s.j. AUSJAL President, and Susana
Di Trolio AUSJAL Executive Secretary.

Publishing Meeting. In order to start the
execution of the Collaboration Agreement on
Edition among the AUSJAL Universities and to
enhance joint initiatives, their presidents will
meet in “Universidad Antonio Ruiz de Montoya”
in Lima on June 3rd and 4th. This agreement is
expected to facilitate the information exchange
and co-editing among the publishing funds of
the AUSJAL universities.

The Network of Peers on Poverty organize an
International Seminar. The Network of Peers on
Poverty will work during this year on the
execution of the Observatory on Poverty in Latin
America Project and in the review of the AUSJAL
Continental Course on Poverty. Also, the
“Pontificia Universidad Catolica” of Quito and
the “Universidad Iberoamericana” of Mexico
City will organize the 2nd International Seminar
of this Network of Peers in October. The 7th
Meeting of the Network of Peers on
Administration and Economy, which was agreed
during the 2008 Meeting held in Managua, will
also take place during this event.

Latin American Forum on Leadership. The 3rd
Latin American Forum on Leadership will be
held during September. The induction of the new
trainers for the Program on Ignacian University
Leadership will also take place in this
opportunity. Teachers and participants of the
Programs’ 3rd Edition will meet in this event.

CARI meets in Rio de Janeiro. The 3rd Meeting
of the Network of Peers on International
Cooperation and Interinstitutional Relations is
expected to take place during October. The
“Pontificia Universidad Catolica” of Rio de
Janeiro will host the event. This meeting will
allow them to evaluate the experience of the
AUSJAL Diploma on International Development
Cooperation.

Initiatives for 2009. For 2009, AUSJAL has
planned a series of new initiatives that include
actualizing and relaunch of the AUSJAL
Continental Course on Poverty; the formulation
of the Formation Program on Ignacian
University Management which is expected to
be executed during the second half of the year.
The programs on Ignacian Social Management
and Formation for Disadvantaged-Areas’
Teachers are expected to start in March. These
are the first inter-sector programs of the CPAL
(FIFYA, FLACSI, Social Sector, Cooperatives,
Parishes and AUSJAL) in Latin America.
